General Rules

The following rules must be adhered to for the safety of everyone using the range and upkeep of the range and targets.

1. Current club members will be issued a range key when renewing their membership in return for the previous years key (locks are changed the first of each year). New members will be issued a range key when the club secretary receives application and dues and has received instructions from a board member. The key will unlock the range and the target shed.
2. Keys are NOT to be given to non-members for use.

3. The red range flag must be displayed on the flag pole at all times when range is in use.

4. Targets are kept in sheds and must be used in the carriers at all times.

5. Shoot only at center bulls eye targets.
6. No glass, cans, or other breakable material can be used as targets.

7. When shooting groups, do not place aiming spots outside the 8 ring on the target. Wood frames are expensive and time consuming to replace.

8. Schuetzenfest targets must be placed on top of another target in the center of the target frame. Maximum 2 targets. Targets placed side by side are not acceptable.

9. Targets must be pasted up when done shooting. Black/white pasters are kept in the target shed and should be put back when done.

10. Lock up sheds and range when done using the range.

11. Range use during winter. Due to the safety factor starting when the ground freezes in the fall and the spring thaw, shooting from beyond the 200 yard line is prohibited due to ricochets.

12. The range is closed each year during the gun deer season due to hunters on the range and above the impact area.

13. Take all necessary precautions at all times to ensure the safety of all personnel at the range and surrounding areas.

14. Rifle shooting on full automatic is prohibited as are other explosive devices except rifle, shotgun, or pistol. No .50 caliber machine gun type ammo rifles allowed.
15. In the event that non members are found using the range, advise them of club activities, get their vehicle license number and give to club president or any member of the board.

16. Throughout the year there are certain days the range will be reserved for specific types of shooting activities.

A. National match shooting Tuesday afternoons and evenings.

B. Schuetzenfest shooting Wednesday afternoons and evenings.

C. Club silhouette shooting Thursday afternoons and evenings.

D. Scheduled matches. See club letters for dates.

E. Reserves or National Guard. See club letters for dates.

Help keep range safe and equipment operating properly, it is yours.
